Discussion:

1. Appropriations Update: Senator Snowe’s staff is shopping a Dear Colleague letter around for support from other New England senators.  They have not received a lot of call backs - Senator Reed (RI) responded.  David Keeley has drafted an email for each of the state NROC members to send to their senators and will also ask them to call the appropriate staff.  Dr. Lubchenco (NOAA) is meeting with Senator Gregg and Betsy will flag this as an issue.

Oceans Week: GOMA invited NROC to have its one pager included in their Oceans Week exhibit.  Interest in also including NROC materials and the joint statement on ROGs in the Oceans Week briefing being coordinated by the Sanctuaries Foundation.  Susan will be attending Oceans Week in DC and will provide GOMA with the NROC materials.

2. NROC Council Meeting: EC agreed that September is a good month for the next meeting and thought might have better attendance later in the month.
3. NEGC September Meeting: The theme of the September New England Governors Conference meeting is energy.  NROC should position itself to highlight its ocean energy committee and possibly prepare a related resolution.  NESCAUM is preparing a climate adaptation resolution.  NROC will seek to include language that points to NROC as the regional perspective for coastal and ocean climate adaptation issues.  NROC should consider another venue to gain the attention of the Governors like a summit on the priority issues.

4. CZ09: There are a number of ROG related events being planned for the CZ09 conference in July.  NROC is hosting a café session, JOCI has a comparative panel session, DOI has a session, and there will be a federal partners luncheon.  Mel, Kathleen, David Russ, Dave Reynolds, Betsy, and Adrianne will serve as a planning committee for the café.  
5. LiDAR Workshop Results: The results will be published in a report.  One outcome was getting participants in the workshop to commit to input existing data sources into the FEMA project tracker.  It was determined that ME/NH/MA/RI have less coverage than CT and NY and that priority for stimulus money in the region should be given to Northern New England.  
6. Climate Statement: The electronic version of the climate statement needs to be shared with EC and Council members for comment.

7. Decision-making Protocol: David Keeley’s contract with Maine is finished so the EC will need to make appropriate edits to the Decision-making Protocol.
